小作文：注意一下曲线图、圆形图和柱状图，具体可以联系到环境保护，污染、能源，新旧事务、数据变化对比，以及社会变化问题（可能是给出数据，分析对比）。重点是表格题、曲线图和圆形图。6月中旬小作文流程图和地图题可能考到。

2. Today, more and more countries are expanding tourist industry. Why is the case? Do you regard it as positive or negative?
3. Nowadays technology affects the ways people interact with each other. In what ways has the development of technology changed the types of relationships people make? Is it a positive or negative development?
4. International travel is becoming cheaper than before, so more and more countries open their doors to tourists. Do the advantages of the increased tourism outweigh the disadvantages?

5. Some people believe that advertisements should be banned since they serve no useful purpose and can even be damaging. To what extent do you agree or disagree?

3. Nowadays technology affects the ways people interact with each other. In what ways has the development of technology changed the types of relationships people make? Is it a positive or negative development?
Sampling Answer [written by Prof Han Pinyu]:

Nowadays it can be said that no technology is more capable than telecommunications technology and web-based technology which affect people’s interaction. The extensive use of these technologies has a profound impact upon relationships between and among people. It will be analysed and discussed in detail as follows that there are several ways in which the development of technology have changed the types of relationships people make
On the one hand, there are a lot of negative impacts upon relationships between people though the development of the technology can shorten the distance. Although the use of modern devices such as cell phones and computers with access to Internet has made less necessary the face-to-face communication between and among people, yet its effect is destructive to social and family relations which have already been struggling in many societies since the advance of technology seems to increase the contact of the-men-to-machine in some way. Negatively influenced by it, people interacting with each other will feel cold, unfriendly, indifferent and even cruel. Moreover when some people have the cyber addiction, they spend all the time playing computer games, ignoring their food and sleep, and even neglecting their duties. People have been isolated and alienated, as these traditional forms of interaction have been reshaped by mobile communication and they are insensitive to each other’s feelings and emotional needs. They are not as comfortable with the presence of family, colleagues and friends as they are with computers and cell phones, which is much likely to be intimately pertinent to the high rate of people’s committing crimes. It is obvious that cyber relationships have replaced relationships in real life although any relationship is invisible, transient and fragile in this virtual community.

On the other hand, there are some positive effects upon relationships between people though the development of the technology can shorten the distance. The use of modern devices such as cell phones and computers with access to Internet has made less necessary the face-to-face communication between and among people. There is no need for people to take much trouble to travel long distances to attend meetings and family gatherings, since they can just use their fingers to have clicks instead of walking a long distance, and then they are able to make phone calls or use some novel modes of communications such as videoconferences. Additionally, people spend more hours indoors, due to the various kinds of home-based entertainment and web-based entertainment introduced into people’s daily life. It is very explicit that hose situations mentioned above have enabled people to save much time and energy and even enjoy their lives.

 
Asked whether the changed types of relationships people make is a positive or negative development, we may assume that it is a negative one to some extent since all of us know that people are supposed to increase the face-to-face communication between and among themselves. Only in this way can we remove those conflicts caused by misunderstanding among people because of the lack of traditional forms closely related to the face-to-face communication and the negative effects referred to previously upon the ways people interact with each other.
